Budget / Finance Meeting November 15th, 7:30 PM

Highlights of
October Meeting

The Board announced that Cerami,
once again, will receive the contract
for lawn care, snow removal and
sprinkler maintenance. Building and
grounds Chairman John Hyfantis
mentioned the existence of "very
wet" areas in several locations
throughout the SQ property. These
drainage problems are being looked
into and results will be forthcoming.

The main focus of the meeting
was the presentation of the reserve
study which was provided by an
outside consulting firm. John
Hyfantis condensed this study into
a very comprehensible slide show.
It should be noted that the results
of this study are "recommenda-
tions" for the Board to consider in
planning our financial future here at
Sailor's Quay.

Basically, the study
"recommends" that our reserve for
future maintenance balance at the
end of each year should be $150K.

At the November budget
meeting, it is anticipated that the
Board will present its recommenda-
tions as to how much to put aside
for reserves each year, and how to
fund it.

As mentioned in last months
newsletter, proper funding of our
reserves is necessary to avoid any
future assessments.

For those of you who did not
attend the last meeting, it is of note
that our current budget breaks
down to approximately $311 per
month per unit. As you know, we
are actually paying $195 per month
per unit. The difference is derived
from Marina income.

In the near future, a marine
engineer will be consulted to
provide us with some insight as to
future long-term maintenance
issues at the Marina.
