In an innovative move, the Board
opened the floor for discussion of
the 2008 budget. An extensive,
comprehensive slide show was
prepared and presented by John
Hyfantis.

At the December meeting there
was much discussion and detailed
information offered regarding the
status of Sailors Quay’s finances.
Unfortunately, whether due to
weather or apathy, the attendance
of homeowners at this important
meeting was sparse. It seems to
this writer that the same solid,
small core of homeowners show up
for all the meetings.

Be that as it may - here are
some of the issues that we, as a
community, will have to contend
with in the future:

When the original buildings were
renovated some years ago, roofs
and siding, we took out a

substantial loan which we have
been able to pay off with no
assessment to homeowners at this
time. In 2011, however there is a
balloon payment of $40,000 due on
this loan. This amount will have to
be taken into consideration for
future planning.

The defective siding on the SGS
buildings will eventually have to be
replaced. We do have some funds
resulting from a class action suit
against the manufacturer to apply
towards that project; but it will not
cover the entire costs by a
substantial amount.
